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Safe Medication Disposal Campaign
National Sheriffs Association, National Association of Triads and their corporate partners are joining forces to launch the first pilots of their nationwide educational campaign to promote safe medication disposal.  The goal of the campaign is to educate community members about the dangers of prescription drug abuse and related crime, and to encourage preventative action.  
Drug abuse often begins when medications are taken by family members, guests, or workers with access to the home. 


· The safe medication disposal campaign will utilize web and print resources to encourage community members to take their unused or expired medications to their local Sheriff for safe disposal.  

· Local and statewide public relations efforts will draw the news media’s attention to the public safety program, thereby reaching a broader audience.  
· The campaign will engage local community organizations, such as churches, parent-teacher associations, anti-drug coalitions, and environmental groups.  
· Community members who dispose of their medications as part of the program will be rewarded with gift certificates and/or merchandise from commercial partners.  

Successful pilots for this program serve as models for the campaign’s national expansion.
